2. Attach wide-angle lens
3. Attach remote release – must be done with  
    camera off
4. Set camera to Manual mode
5. Set camera to output RAW files  
    or RAW plus JPG’s
6. Set ISO to 100
7. Set White Balance to Daylight
8. Set Shutter Speed to 4 seconds
9. Set Aperture to F16
10. Attach camera to tripod
11. Focus lens on launch area or infinity
12. Set lens to Manual Focus mode
13. Capture beautiful images and enjoy show
14. Process RAW files
