•	 UNAUTHORIZED USE OF THE FOBS IS PROHIBITED. 

•	 A GUARD IS ON DUTY TO ASSIST RESIDENTS FROM NOON TO DUSK.

SALES CONTINUE 

As the CRD works to ensure that as many 
residents as possible have them, sales of the 
electronic access fobs for White Sands Beach 
are ongoing.  

•	 Rec Center hours for purchases are M-F, 
9 a.m. to 1 p.m. 

•	 Fobs are $30 each with a limit of 2 per 
family. 

•	 Cash, check or credit card (with 
additional processing fees) are accepted. 
Access control fobs are activated within 
24 hours of purchase.

A security guard is there to assist OC 
residents without access fobs in the 
afternoon and evening hours (noon to 
dusk).

•	 Per usual procedure, show your ID for 
entrance to the beach through the main 
gate. Guards are instructed to check IDs 
against the OC resident. 

•	 The fob allows gate access for early 
morning visits until a guard is present. 

GATES ARE PROGRAMMED FOR BEACH HOURS

The electronic access fob will open and access gates 
during specific hours only. 

The exit gate is programmed to open when the 
ground sensor is activated by a vehicle (golf cart or 
car/truck) and gate closes automatically after each 
time.

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Tricks or Treats? The Big Picture 
in Carrollwood’s Market

Over the past year, we’ve seen 
homes sell across a wide range of 
prices. Some moved in a weekend, 
even above asking. Others 
lingered for months before finally 
closing under list price. What 
separates the “treats” from the 
“tricks” isn’t luck. It’s positioning.

Inventory is up. Buyers have 
more choices than they did a year 
ago. That means sellers need to 
be intentional with pricing. Start 
too high, and you risk becoming 
the house everyone scrolls past. 

Start with a realistic number, and 
you stand out in a crowded lineup. 
As one wise voice once said, “You 
must unlearn what you have learned.” In 
today’s market, that often means 
letting go of last year’s pricing 
strategies.

Preparation matters. The 
homes that sold quickly weren’t 
necessarily the biggest or the 
newest. They were the ones that 
felt cared for with fresh paint, 
tidy landscaping, and clean 
presentation. Buyers notice the 
details, and they reward them.

Prices are steady. We’ve seen 
closings from the mid $400s to 
over a million in Carrollwood this 
past year. That is a big spread, but 
the common thread is that value 
remains. The frenzy of bidding 
wars may have calmed, but well-
prepped homes still draw strong 
results.

The big picture is simple. 
Carrollwood remains a desirable 
place to live, with homes that hold 
their value. The trick is assuming 
the market will do the work for 
you. The treat is seeing what 
happens when you price smart, 
prep well, and launch at the right 
time.

So as you pass out candy and 
admire the costumes this 
Halloween, remember that 
the market has its own set of 
masks too. Some homes disguise 
their flaws, others reveal their 
strengths, and the best ones show 
up ready for the party. The sellers 
who find success are the ones who 
choose the treats over the tricks.

Crab 
Chilau

Sons Olive Oil

Ingredients
•	 1 green bell pepper, chopped
•	 1 large onion, chopped
•	 2 cloves garlic, minced
•	 1 lb fresh crab
•	 Salt & Pepper to taste
•	 2 Bay leaves
•	 Drizzle, Green Chili Olive Oil
•	 Drizzle, Espresso Balsamic Vinegar

Directions
•	 Start with green chili olive oil in a pan over medium heat. 
•	 Add bell pepper, onion, garlic, and a pinch of salt and pepper. 
•	 Stir over medium heat for a couple of minutes until the bell 

peppers soften.
•	 Chop up the canned tomatoes in their juice with some kitchen 

shears, or do it like her mom did and reach right in to the can 
and crush them up with your hands! 

•	 Add the tomoatoes to the veggies and turn the heat up just a 
little.

•	 Add a couple bay leaves
•	 Cook for approximately 20 minutes until all the flavors have 

blended together
•	 Add a drizzle of espresso balsamic vinegar
•	 Add the crab: Fold in 1lb of fresh crabmeat (gently so you don't 

break it up too much-keep those chunks-yum!)
•	 Cook for another 10 minutes.
•	 Serve on top of your favorite pasta or rice.
•	 Sprinkle with fresh parsley
•	 Enjoy!
